The Council of Europe launched a Programme “Bugdiurope for and with Children” in 2006
with the objective of formulating policy guidelinesxd establishing good practices in promoting
children’s rights and standing up against violeagainst children. In 2007, a first training couose
human rights education with children took placeaantribution of the Directorate of Youth and
Sport to the Council of Europe Programme that ¥edi@an integrated approach. The follow up and
recommendations produced as a result of this cdexbdo the development of another training
course on human rights education with children thiittake place in October this year and focus
more on training trainers, usingp@prAsiTo as a focus.

The Convention of the Rights of the Child has besgified nineteen years ago and accepted by
almost every state. This, however, does not meandhildren’s rights are respected everywhere.
Children are young citizens and ‘right-holders’tbe present and are competent in formulating
solutions for many problems in their life. It's wp the adults around them whether they have a
chance to express their wishes, participate insttats and learn from their own experiences.

However, children, such as adults need competeticd® able to formulate and express their
interest and have an impact on their own life dr&rtcommunity. Educational programmes, such as
human rights education help both adults and childoework with each other in partnership in this

direction. Human rights education with childrerais educational process that builds on children’s
active participation by which they learn about hamights and understand human rights’ issues and
understand that they are rights-holders themselVaey adapt and apply these rights in their

specific context. Through human rights educatioitidodn acquire skills and abilities to be able to

defend human rights and develop attitudes of résdeaquality and dignity.

Human rights education should start at the earlessible age. This is whyCompAsITo — a
manual on human rights education with children’ vaeveloped in 2007. The development of
CowmpAsITo was also proposed and supported by those peopléngoon human rights education
and used 6vPAsSS— a manual on human rights education with youngpfee. In recent years the
Directorate of Youth and Sport has accumulated adisputed experience in human rights
education.CompAsITO builds on the philosophy and educational approachesos£&ss and

Methodology of the course

education with children. The working methods of tbeurse will facilitate the exchange of
information and will provide training for the dewpiment of new competences. The experiences of
the participants will serve as a basis for reftattand discussion of good practice. Contributions b
participants and invited experts will give a brgacture of existing theories, initiatives, projearsd
approaches to work with children on human rightacation. Inputs and discussions in plenary
sessions, thematic working groups and workshopsdifierent approaches to human rights
education with children will provide further knowlge and understanding of the issue. A particular
emphasis will be put on exchanging non formal etianal practices and establishing links between
the fields of formal and non formal education
